W The national meeting focused on changes to the AOTS

¥ constitution and bylaws and those of us on the council
were greatly appreciative of the work carried out by the
Constitution Committee, they lead us through a model of
' a different understanding of governance for our organiza-
tion — one which fits with our times and circumstances. John Cooke and Howard Wills
carried out these responsibilities and while Howard was not able to attend the Roundup;
John provided exemplary leadership in answering all the questions, leading to a success-
ful conclusion.

Next there will be an educational initiative to inform membership of the changes and
seek support for the new proposed constitution which will hopefully be adopted at the
next 2012 Biennial Convention. The proposal involves making the “Executive” the de-
cision making body and reducing the size of that body from 25 to 11 members.

The Dondi Steering Committee meetings heard all about the success of the drumming
tour to date as well as the upcoming Western Canada and Newfoundland tour schedules
with over 50 dates across Canada already in place. In addition, there is an upcoming
“Drumathon” scheduled for October 1% and 2™, 2010. Chris Cullen, Lloyd Paul, Jim
Patterson and John Patterson provided some great insight into the tour and the extensive
planning which has taken place.

This year’s Central Region Roundup was very successfully organized by Manitou Con-
ference AOTS clubs at the Salvation Army Conference Centre, Jackson’s Point, ON.

The Abbey North Drummers with Bazza Hayward, Joe Truss and Chris Cullen engaged
us all in a very successful drumming circle to kick off the Spring Roundup weekend.

Rev. Lloyd Paul made a Dondi presentation for the Roundup assembly, inspiring us all
with this campaign.

Roundup theme speaker Will Kunder, Executive Secretary of Manitou Conference,
made two excellent theme presentations with a strong focus on the environment.

Paul and Servant Leadership and You

1)Welcome with open arms fellow believers who don’t see things the way we do. And don’t
jump all over them every time they do or say something you don’t agree with — even when it
seems that they are strong on opinions but weak in the faith department. Remember, they have
their own history to deal with.

13-14) Forget about deciding what’s right for each other. Here’s what you need to be con-
cerned about: that you don’t get in the way of someone else, making life more difficult than it
already is. I'm convinced — Jesus convinced me! — that everything as it is in itself is holy. We,
of course, by the way we treat it or talk about it, can contaminate it.

19-21) So let’s agree to use all our energy in getting along with each other. Help others with
encouraging words; don’t drag them down by finding fault. You're certainly not going to per-
mit an argument over what is served or not served at supper to wreck God’s work among you,
are you? I said it before and I'll say it again: All food is good, but it can turn bad if you use it
badly, if you use it to trip others up and send them sprawling. When you sit down to a meal,
your primary concern should not be to feed your own face but to share the life of Jesus. Be sen-
sitive and courteous to the others who are eating. Don’t eat or say or do anything that might
interfere with the free exchange of love.

22-23) Cultivate your own relationship with God, but don’t impose it on others. You're fortu-
nate if your behaviour and your belief are coherent. But if you’re not sure, if you notice you are
acting in ways inconsistent with what you believe — some days trying to impose your opinions
on others, other days just trying to please them — then you know that you’'re out of line. If the
way you live isn’t consistent with what you believe, then it’s wrong.

Selected verses from Romans 14 (The Message)

Faith and business. Jesus and parenting. Personal and professional. Servant and leader.
Seeing these words together make people uneasy. Our sophisticated culture encourages us to
draw lines and keep our spiritual lives separate from our secular lives.

Luke 22:27 emphasizes Jesus’ approach to leadership where he says, “l am among you as one
that serves”. This turns typical thinking of servant and leader upside down.

Being “Christian” means imitating Christ and imitating Jesus’ method of leadership. Jesus pro-
moted “Christian” relationships, knowledge and action by living on mission.

Paul exemplified a person of action and he was constantly on mission. His ideas on leading, as expressed in
these passages from his letter to the Romans, had no part in telling people how to think or what to do. He
knew from experience that we are all different and a group is stronger and more versatile if advantage is taken
of the strength of the people as individuals. As he says “Jesus convinced me that everything as it is in itself is
holy.” But, he was insistent on “practicing what you preach”. In these verses he explains some of his ideas on
what it means to follow Jesus and his ideas on acceptable behaviour when you are leading a group of fellow-
believers. The way he lived was, for the most part, consistent with what he believed as a follower of Jesus.

How did Jesus lead his disciples? He invited them to be part of a mission. “Come follow me,” Jesus said,
“and I will make you fishers of men”. He didn’t invite them first to the upper room for a Bible study. He in-
vited them to the mission! When we are on Christ’s mission together, we have fellowship that can’t be ex-
plained — the things we learn from God’s Word become more meaningful — our actions make a difference.

The world today is in need of a different leadership role model from what we see almost everywhere. Coun-
tries, businesses, churches and families all experience misuse of trust, unresolved conflicts, social injustices
and a general malaise of good leadership. In Lead like Jesus, Ken Blanchard and Phil Hodges outline what
they call “lessons from the greatest leadership role model of all time”.

Their book explores many methods and practices we might follow to approach the type of leadership which
Jesus followed. But they note, “If we want to lead like Jesus, we have to become like Jesus.”.

Are you ready? You may want to study Lead like Jesus to find out.

Let us pray —

God, you have given me some ability and opportunity to lead.
You have guided me as I have grown in wisdom and in confidence
while remaining humble and teachable.

Help me now
to take what I have been given and use it to serve others by example.
Keep me ever mindful of what I owe you
and those who taught me so well
in Jesus’ name
Amen.

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The AOTS website received a wonderful annual report from the AOTS club of First United Church in Wetaski-
win, Alberta. As chairman Dan Liddle says, they are an AOTS club because “that is what we do”. They are
very much still making a difference.

Adapting to a changing world

In February of 2009 the Wetaskiwin club was asked to cater the wedding of two woman members of the congre-
gation. They didn’t hesitate. As Dan Liddle points out, “We did the best we could and successfully catered
Sheila and Linda’s June wedding with about 150 people present. They are both very active in the church. This
past year has provided an opportunity to demonstrate our ability to adapt to the ever changing world.”

Forgiveness

In October, their church burned to the ground apparently due to the work of an arsonist. An individual has been
arrested and is facing trial for committing arson in churches.  And while this is an enormous loss, they have
decided to start again and rebuild their church. Because of the nature of the fire little in the way artifacts, histori-
cal documents or memorabilia could be saved. It was a devastating loss. The church is actively taking the path
of restorative justice as they deal with all that was lost.

By November, the club had organized a Ham Supper which fed over 300 people at a temporary location.

Fourteen months into this project we see communities experiencing the power of a drum circle to bring people together
creating energy, community and engagement.
Let me share a few recent examples.

1) North Bay, Ontario:

A number of men who heard about the Dondi Project in February at the “Breaking the Ice Manitou Conference of the
United Church of Canada Men’s Event” felt called to get North Bay on board. They organized an event at Omond Me-
morial United Church.

Forty five people showed up, an intergenerational and ecumenical gathering.

A man and his university aged son brought their own drums and made music side by side;

A United Church minister brought his eight year old daughter and joined in the rhythm;

Two young men from Angola, living in North Bay, spoke of how the DVD we showed had touched them;

A woman astounded us by saying that her mother was born on the kitchen table of the Dondi manse!;

A Roman Catholic serving on his church’s Outreach Committee let us know that he was taking the Dondi Project back
to his parish.

From this event, a group of men are already planning for North Bay to be one of our 100 sites participating in our Na-
tional Drumathon on October 1* and 2™

2) Jackson’s Point:

About 80 of us gathered together in a drum circle. There was an incredible amount of energy. Most of us did-
n’t want it to end. We sounded really good!! Even Bazza said so!!

Some of us who never thought we’d be caught dead doing this kind of thing in public, with people we know,
are loving it! As we move through our resistance we find new blessings. As the poet Cummings says “We
can never be born too many times.”

During our circle time, Jonathan Wardlaw from Trinity UC AOTS in Newmarket, shared a project about
“Dondi Gift Cards'. With the strong support of his club, he created a small variety of these “priceless” gift
cards, with the promotion and availability of the cards beginning in November 2009. Christmas sales were
prompt as folks took the number of cards they wanted, the club sending their “Dondi Dollars” donations to
Lloyd Paul. All clubs are more than welcome to copy these cards, the master copies soon to be available on
the National AOTS website. The gift cards remain available throughout the year at the church, to date the
Dondi Project has benefited with gifts totaling over $2,000. Way to go Jonathan! Continued on page 11

After our drum circle a man came up to me and said he would like to match whatever monies came into the
Dondi Project from the offering at our Sunday morning worship service, up to $2000! We let the men know
of this challenge/opportunity. The money was counted following worship and $1965 had come in. We
needed to reach $2000 so the hat was passed over lunch and we went over the top! Well done men and thanks
to the anonymous donor!!

3) Trinity United Church, Grimsby, Ontario:

There was lots of energy from the Rev. Christina Paradela at Trinity UC about the Dondi Project. Bazza and I
had first met her at the annual meeting of Hamilton Conference in May 2009. She had expressed interest in the
project and there were lots of interesting connections between Trinity and Dondi. Eleanor Knight, a member
of Trinity, served for many years as a nurse in Angola on behalf of the United Church of Canada along with
her husband Dr. Alan Knight. They were much loved in Angola. When we visited Angola in July 2009 the
people showed us where Dr. Knight’s ashes had been buried and they told us of the great ministries they had
had with the people.

Bev Houslander, a member of Trinity, had spent two years in Lobito, Angola teaching English as a second
language. She is a member of their outreach committee who were very interested in hearing about the Dondi
Project.

The men also caught the Dondi spirit and 10 men agreed to coordinate a supper and promote the event. Niag-
ara Presbytery men, who have had a yearly gathering for 37 years, chose to make this event their annual gath-
ering. At this point Christina had to change tactics and make it a “men only” event because of the numbers!

When I emailed her saying that at each event we were seeking to raise $2500 the response she heard from the
organizing group was “is that all!”

What a great night we had! The men served a spaghetti supper and wine was served! I haven’t often been at a
United Church where that happened! Sixty-five men attended. We had a wonderful drum circle in the sanctu-
ary. (See the photo on page 12).

Eleanor Knight, having just celebrated her 90" birthday, was there. Her daughter, who now works for Am-
nesty International, spoke of how important the development of education is for the future of the Angolan
people. One of the men made a huge “Men’s Ministries” sign of our logo which now hangs at my desk at the
General Council Office. A puppet play about the Dondi project, with some Portuguese in it, was written and
offered during worship to help promote the project. Over $6000 was raised that night for the Lutamo School in
Dondi!!

4) Grace United Church, Napanee, Ontario:

The Rev. Frank Hamper at Grace UC was very interested in promoting the Dondi Project with the congrega-
tion and community in Napanee.

We were treated to country music, some music from “More Voices”, and a Belleville Christian singing group
called “Keeping the Faith”. The 4 minute DVD on the Dondi Project was shown.

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Central Canada Roundup 2010 - Workshop — Visualizing the Future - by Jim McKibbin

In visualizing the future we start from a world challenged by misinformation. In the contention of ideas (for our atten-
tion) we are drowned in a sea of contradiction and deceit. Words are no longer used for the power to express the truth;
rather now, for their power to seduce, to create consumerism, to both shape and define our want and needs.

In Barbara Brown Taylor’s excellent book on preaching, “When God is Silent”, she expounds on the thesis that in com-
munication less is more; the efficiency of one’s speech lends credibility to one’s expression.

We live in a world where communication has a higher value place on it than contemplation, where information is in
greater demand than reflection.

Our world of communication drowns God out for much of us. In visualizing the future we can only rely on God. That
was the gist of a presentation I made to my workshop group at the spring roundup.

Subsequent to the presentation I asked each group member to spend some time in contemplative thought (20 minutes)
visualizing an AOTS and church of the future, specifically, messages or comments on our evolving ministry, and to
come back with some thoughts to share with everyone.
